GENS 204 : Introduction to Geographic Information
Systems

In an introduction to Geographic Information Systems (GIS), the software mapping package (ArcGlIS) is
used to make maps and analyze spatial relationships on maps. Practical applications of GIS are
emphasized including examples from ecology (the relationship of roads and invasive species), business
(determining numbers of potential customers in an area), and government (designing efficient road
systems).
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
