PSYC 250 : Multicultural Psychology

This course is an examination of historical and contemporary factors which differentiate the
experiences of African, Asian, Latino, and Native Americans from the experiences of other Americans.

Students examine mainstream psychological treatment of these ethnic minority experiences and pose
alternative approaches.
