This course provides an in-depth internship in a criminal justice agency. The internship is designed to 
test and increase the student’s skill, clarify the relationship between theory and practice, assist in the 
appropriate use of supervision, and increase self-awareness and the use of critical thinking skills, and 
completing the development of a professional identity. Student must successfully complete CRJU 147 
and 4 additional CRJU courses in order to enroll in this course. Student should have second semester 
junior or senior status to enroll. Instructor permission required prior to enrollment.
